We want to help every child come to

school every day. Our goal is for
children to be at school at least 90%
of the time. This means they can only

be away 5 days or less each term.
 

We also want to help children come
to school on time. Last term, 42%
of students were late at least once
which is disruptive to the learning
of everyone.

Please help your child come
to school by 8:30am. This
gives them time to get ready
for their day.

Evacuation and Lockdown Drills

Each term we practise our Evacuation and Lockdown procedures to make sure that
everyone knows what to do if we have an emergency. 

If we ever had a real reason to have an evacuation or lockdown, we would communicate
with you through Hero and via school’s Facebook page about what was happening and
how you could support us with the steps we would need to take. When this happens we
ask parents not to contact the school over the phone as staff members wil l be busy
dealing with the situation and keeping everyone safe. 

You might want to discuss what we do at school with your child and could expand this to
talking about what you might do in an emergency at your house if you think it is
appropriate for their age
